Hello, a huge and beautiful world!

My name is Miller Bogdan (1 photo), | am 9
years old, | study in the 3rd grade.

I was born and live in Russia. My small
homeland is the Trans-Ural city of Kurgan (2
photos). Kurgan region is especially dear to
me, it is quite small, but its territory has its
own attractions and its own history.

The nature of the Kurgan region is unique. Lakes and rivers give a special luxury to the Trans-Ural region. Big and small,
famous and nameless, they sparkle like blue pearls and give us their beauty. But there is one among them that is familiar and
dear to me from early childhood. Lake Medvezhye... a miracle lake, an amazing corner of nature. In a magical and picturesque
place of the Kurgan region, between the Tobol River and Ishim, 180 kilometers from the city of Kurgan, the drainless salt lake
. - ‘ Medvezhye is spread out.

The name of the lake came from a very beautiful and imaginative
legend (3 photos).They say that in those days when the lake was
hidden in the primeval forest, a huge bear with a sick paw came to
him. The hunters noticed the wild beast, but when they saw his sick
paw, they pitied him and began to watch him. The bear came to the
lake every day and dipped his paw into the water, day after day, until
the wound healed.

roared joyfully, as ' g
if thanking the
lake for healing
him. At that moment, thunder and lightning rang out, the lake instantly
took the shape of a bear. Since then, for centuries, the healing lake has
been called Bear Lake. True or not, the lake really resembles a bear in
shape.

The circumference of the lake is 60 km . It is divided by multiple
islets, which are separated by two lakes — Bolshoe Medvezhye and
Maloe (4 photos). Water and bottom sediments have medicinal
properties and are used for treatment in the sanatorium "Lake
Medvezhye". In summer, salty artemisia (crustaceans) multiply in the
lake, which give the lake a peculiar color and secrete enzymes that
have a calming effect. The

grandiose wealth of the : e

lake is the silt mud, which
is more valuable for its
medicinal properties than
the world-famous silt mud
of the Dead Sea (Israel). The silt mud of the lake is used to treat various human
diseases. The salinity of the water is very high, the indicator is 10 times higher than
the salinity level in the World Ocean. In winter, Lake Medvezhye does not freeze.
And in summer, it is impossible to drown in the lake, the water keeps you on the
surface, as if you are a "float"!

Here, on Lake Medvezhye, people from different parts of Russia rest. On the shore of the lake, you
can put up a tent and relax on the shore of a picturesque place, or you can come to the sanatorium
"Lake Medvezhye". Blue sky, clean air, healing water, a grass carpet under your feet is the best place
to relax, after which you feel a surge of strength and the joy of communicating with each other and
with nature (5-6 photos).

If you have never been to this amazing lake, you should come here at least once and enjoy the
wonders of the Trans-Ural nature! Come to us, you will definitely not regret it!
